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Lawn and Garden Tips to Help Curb Stormwater Pollution

Test the soil

Leave grass

clippings to

first to fertilize lawn
understand pH

and fertilizer

naturally.

Don't trash
grass clippings
and leaves.

Water once a
week in the
morning, no
more than 1"

Use leaves as
mulch to boost
soil health.

Lawn

Adjust your 12-0-15
mower to cut _—
your grass 2"
to 3” tall.

Keep your
equipment
blades sharp.

If you need to
fertilize, use
according to
package
instructions.

Know your state
and local
regulations.
Limit use of
phosphorous and
nitrogen in lawn
care.

Don’t mow
wet grass.

Under Massachusetts law, only apply fertilizer with phosphorus if:
1. A solil test shows that phosphorus is needed; or
2. During the first growing season for a newly established lawn.
